Finally you’re ready to be eaten.  Wait!  Annie went to get a cherry.  What would that look like?  Show me your cherry stem.  KERPLOP!  The cherry lands right on top and rests in the whipped cream.

Now the sundae is ready, but where did Annie go?  Maybe she forgot about you and went to play.  You begin to warm up a little.  Slowly start to melt and begin to dribble down the sides of the dish.  Down, down, down you slide; down the smooth surface of the bowl.
