
Common Developmental Delays


(not chronic)

1. Definition: Retarded or arrested stages of performance that hinder a child's success at a task

a. Developmental: A step in a series of increasingly complex steps that normal children achieve

b. Delay: Performing at a lower step than do other children of the same age

2. Adverse phy ed performance: Manifestation of a delay

3. Identifying delays

a. Why? Determine appropriate placement and goals

    
b. When? More obvious before entering school;

        
Less obvious after entering school

    
c. By whom? Parent, classroom T, phy ed T 

    
d. How? Informal observation, standardized tests
