HAS 320 • Gross Motor Skill Assessment

Description of Assignment
Progress in gross motor skill is assessed in a variety of ways. Two of the common tools used are the Test of Gross Motor Development and I-Can. To gain experience with both the content and process of assessment, you will apply aspects of both tests during a lab.

Procedures: Meet with others who are evaluating the same skill (assigned in the classroom) to determine the preparation required to administer your test. This includes identifying any equipment you need, as well as the gymnasium space and conditions required. Then we will rotate through each group with one of you evaluating and the others performing.
Participant: As a participant you will perform three skills 3X each while being evaluated by one of your peers. Prior to evaluation, look over the criteria for the skill and determine the level of proficiency you intend to display. Each performer should do some aspect of the skill in a different manner without making it obvious. Once you decide, try to display the same movement on at least two trials.

Example for overarm throw:

Performer 1 – Throws with unilateral position, stepping with the same foot as the throwing hand on two trials; then he throws with a correct step for the third trial.

Performer 2 – Initiates throw with partial, rather than full, backswing on two trials; then she displays a complete backswing for the third trial.

Performer 3 – Throws with incomplete follow through for all three trials.

Evaluator: As an evaluator you will assess the other group members while they perform the fourth skill or test. Be sure you carefully observe each performer doing the skill 3X. If you are unsure about an observation, ask the performer to perform the skill an extra time. Record the predominant results in the appropriate manner. When you are done evaluating all the performers, check with each one to determine if you interpreted his or her movement correctly. Circle any incorrect decisions you made on the score sheet.
