EDU 424 • Classroom Management: Expectations

Description of assignment

Part of managing a class involves communicating clear expectations for conduct and possible consequences if expectations are not met.  Then students know what behavior is acceptable and they can be held responsible for their actions.  With this in mind, incorporate at least three expectations (designated "E#" below) into a "mini-lesson.” The expectations should target behavior, rather than content (i.e. telling kids you expect them to spread out and use all the space deals primarily with content).
Outcomes of assignment **

The assignment represents 20 points of the course total, distributed in the following manner:

Specify three developmentally appropriate expectations for conduct
5 pts
in advance.

Specify one possible consequence in advance.
5 pts
Assertively convey the expectations during a mini-lesson. 
5 pts
Assertively convey the possible consequence during a mini-lesson. 
5 pts
Example of assignment

"Today we'll be using floor hockey sticks.  Please remember the sticks are for hitting the puck, not the floor (E1).  We want the equipment to last.  In a moment I'll ask you to get a stick and puck and find an open space to practice by yourself.  Keep the puck still until I know everyone has found a spot (E2).  What do you think will happen If you hit the puck before it's time?...Right, I'll have you put it away for a bit" (possible consequence).

Later during the period...

"It's time to find a partner and return one puck.  Be sure you get the pucks in the box without throwing them" (E3).
