Description of assignment
Select a folk dance to team-teach the class with a partner on the corresponding day indicated on the sign-up sheet.  The sign-up sheet indicates whether your dance is located in the text or in the resource packet.  Music is on reserve in the LRC under your particular dance title.

Assume classmates are elementary school pupils who do not know the dance steps involved.  You will have 20 minutes to incorporate the following into your lesson:

1. Introductory activities

2. Progressive dance steps

3. Class performance of the dance sequence to music

Organization and planning is crucial in order to keep dancers’ interest, and make the best use of time.  The instructor will model a teaching progression in class.  The instructor will also help you interpret dance steps and plan your progression provided you take the lead.  Seek help several days before you actually teach.

Outcomes of assignment **

The assignment represents 25 points of the course total, distributed and evaluated in the following manner:

Incorporate introductory rhythm activities (overview of

ethnic background and rhythmic lead-ups).

Master the dance (i.e. You may glance at notes momentarily,

but should not read from them.).  Knowing the sequence and

maintaining the rhythm will require practice.  Each partner

will perform the dance.

Cue participants effectively (choice and timing of cues).  Each
7 pts

partner will cue the dance.

Submit a written analysis of the dance (includes introductory
5 pts

activities, dance steps, and teaching cues).
