In class we situate rhythms and dance ideas in the context of a Christian worldview, and how that view is "lived out" in the society at large. You are to discuss the specific role of dancing in the daily life of the Christian—first in general, and then specifically how you live out those general principles. Since Bethel places dance under the umbrella of "personal discretion", discuss what this means to you, not just during your experience as a student, but also as an adult during "life beyond Bethel." Suggested questions to address are given below. Perhaps these will trigger more questions to consider:


1. What are some benefits of dancing, or reasons to participate?

2. In what ways did you participate in dance before coming to Bethel? How has your upbringing 
influenced your attitudes toward dancing in general?

3. Do you agree with Bethel's stance toward dancing? Should dancing be allowed on campus?


4. Where else is dancing appropriate or not appropriate?

5. Is dancing a gift or ability God has given us? Is dancing sometimes sinful? Is it ever inappropriate even if it's not sinful?

6. In what ways will you be sensitive to people who have different views about dancing?

Be sure to explain why you believe what you do, and include at least three Scriptural references with different foci to support your claims. You will type a first and second draft. The second draft should be 3-4 pages long (double-spaced, 12-point font), and is submitted along with the original draft. The assignment represents 20 points of the course total, distributed in the following manner:
