Description of assignment

Write three lesson plans for the elementary grade level of your choice that involve primarily skill practice with small equipment.  From those lessons, prepare one 20-minute "mini-lesson" to teach the class in the Robertson Center.  In teaching one or more skills, use an original "gimmick,” such as an acronym, rhyme, or alliteration.  The gimmick should be brief and accurately represent your skill(s).  Examples of gimmicks may be found on the "Henkel Web" at people.bethel.edu/~shenkel/. Then select Instructional cues in the "teaching methods" cell.

In addition, you need to accomplish one objective in each domain, get students active as soon as possible, and maximize opportunity to practice the motor skill(s) in the lesson.  You may have a brief introduction and closure, as long as most of the lesson involves skill practice, and as long as you do not refer to the gimmick during the last two minutes.

Outcomes of assignment **

The assignment represents 15 points of the course total, distributed in the following manner:
