HPE 220A • Teaching Equipment-based Rhythms Sequence

(1eg, 2a, 4cdfghi, 6cdfhk, 7ag, 10g) *
Description of Assignment
Develop an original rhythms sequence with a partner that utilizes manipulative equipment.  You will have 20 minutes to teach a 2-3 minute sequence to your peers.  Resources include reprints from class, your text, and music from my office, the LRC, or another local library.

Organization and planning is crucial in order to keep participant's interests and make the best use of time.  The instructor will model a teaching progression in class.  The instructor will also help you develop your progression providing you take the lead.  Seek help several days before you actually teach.

Outcomes of Assignment **
The assignment represents 25 points of the course total, distributed and evaluated in the following manner:

Prepare the sequence effectively (rhythmic lead-ups and

compatible music).


Submit a written description of the sequence (includes
6 pts

lead-up procedures, rhythmical steps, and cues).

Master the sequence with minimal reference to notes.

This will require practice.


Each partner performs the sequence.

Each partner cues the sequence (Use leading cues at

the beginning and throughout).

Process of Assignment (order may vary)

1. Choose a grade level to target.

2. Choose manipulative equipment to use in sequence (i.e. balls, bean bags, 
hoops, scarves, wands).

3. Brainstorm possible movements with the equipment, utilizing different 
speeds.

4. Select compatible music.

5. Order the movements into a repeatable sequence that lasts between 2 and 3 
minutes.  If the music has a chorus, the same movements may be used each 
time the chorus occurs.

6. Teach the sequence to your peers in 20 minutes, addressing them as you would address the grade level targeted.

7. Your teaching will culminate in the class performing the sequence nonstop 
to music.

8. Hand in written description of sequence and procedures.
